The CHAINGLIDER program is 

composed of four front sections 

for the chain sizes 38, 42, 44 

and 48 teeth, each with three 

combinable rear sections for the 

standard hubgear, speed hub and 

i-MOTION. Additionally various 

models are available in extra 

long.

Mounting:

Please do not bend the CHAINGLIDER when 

mounting! 

Lay parts A and B around the chain and 

the chain ring. At the points marked 

please press strongly against the chain 

ring/the chain, so that the flange 

clicks into place completely (Illustr. 

01), C and D around the rear sprocket. 

Dérailleur cables lie generally outside 

of the chain ring. D enfolds A  B and 

C. 

Please check movability. After adjusting 

the chain please adjust the CHAINGLIDER 

as well. 

Please check that:

02 D enfolds A  B and C. The highlighted

 link of part C enfolds D visibly. 

 (no links for  SPEEDHUB and i-Motion)

01+ The corresponding snap fit 

03 connection has to click into place.

Before assembling please be 

careful to:

width of chain wheel: max.3,0mm

max. width of chain: 9,0mm

ideal axis distance: 445-475mm

  XL -530mm

• lubricate the chain sparingly

• keep the clipping surface free

 from lubrications

• not to use a chain with

 spring link

 (not the max. width of chain) 

• note the specified chain 

 tension

• keep chain wheel clean

• capacity approx. 15.000 km
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
